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Recommended field operations to be carried out in the month
of April- (Pune district)

1. Complete the April pruning in grape gardens by the end of this
month. Collect soil samples and send them to the laboratory for
analysis and fertilizer recommendations.

2. Dig out pits of the size 3 feet x 3 feet x 3 feet length, height and
breadth and expose them to the sunlight for the plantation of new fruit
trees.

3. If pomegranate is treated for bahar then provide each pomegranate
crop with 1 kg ammonium sulphate mixed in FYM near to the dripping
area if the Nitrogen proportion is in the range of medium to high
according to the soil analysis report.

4. Do intercultivation operations for Summer Groundnut and provide
the crop with irrigations at an interval of 8 -10 days considering the
wapasa conditions.

5. Complete the ploughing operation in saline- sodic soils by using
subsoiler and in other soils up to the 15 -20 cm by using tractor.

6. Provide the suru sugarcane with 25 kg urea as a third dose before
irrigating the crop.

7. Carry out sowing of forage crops( Maize, jowar, bajara, cowpea etc)

8. Complete harvesting of onion and after drying and removing dry
leaves store it in onion storage.

9. Carry out harvesting of garlic and store it by uniting and tying.

10.To protect the vegetables from pests or diseases carry out spraying
of suitable insecticide or  fungicide considering its necessity.

11. Provide the irrigations to the fruit crops as per the need of the
crop.

12. Prepare shade to protect the small fruit crops from sunlight.
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
